CSS - Cascading Style Sheets

* Why use cascading style sheets in XML?
» CSS is a combination of rules
— made of selectors and properties

Flexibly create a format for presenting /
rendering XML using an external document

» Easiest way to render XML in a form that
looks (virtually) like an HTML document

» Uses the web browser’s ‘CSS awareness’

XSL and XSLT

What is XSL? XSLT?

eXtensible Style Language (XSL)
Render XML files with HTML formatting
— Leverage XML aware browser functionality
Consists of instructions and literals

In XML / XSL create an output structure
for the final transformed document

XML Sitemaps

An inventory of your website files
Written in a simple XML format

— XML sitemap schema

— Tells a search agent what to index

Use with Google Analytics

Create it by hand, or use a Web service
Different formats (ROR) for Yahoo!

RSS and Metadata

Really simple syndication

— Used with blogs

Rich site summary

— Used for site indexing

Built on semantic web technologies
— Utilizes RDF

— Xlink and XPointer

Web Services and SOAP

Hyperlinked applications

http / XML / XSL / Java

SOAP protocol / envelope

Includes UDDI registry

Used in e-business / automation
Creating APIs for future Web platform
